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Background

A draft copy of the map is attached, showing the patrolled roads and the location of the base camp (Hash House).
Traffic prior to the event
Vehicular traffic will consist of one equipment truck, several small buses (Coaster-style – approx 20 seats or less), and up to 250 private cars.  Competitors will start to arrive late afternoon on ??Friday date??, but most will arrive in that evening, or early Saturday morning.
The majority of vehicles will depart the site between 12:00noon and 4:00pm on Sunday ??Sunday date??.
Access

The competitors and volunteers come from a number of towns, ranging from Geraldton to Albany.  All competitors will be provided with directions to access the site by the same access road.  

The access route will be ??explain route in simple terms??. Signs will be placed at all intersections to ensure that people do not stray from that route.   “No shooting” signs indicate that there are 400 people walking in the bush day and night and inform the public an event is in progress.

Parking

All competitors and volunteers are required to camp at the Hash House.  There will be no spectators or media, and once parked, competitors’ vehicles do not move for the duration of the event.
Traffic during the event

The only vehicles active on the roads during the event will be several “patrol” vehicles.  These vehicles will be patrolling the roads on a 2-3 hourly interval, delivering water to a number of set locations.  Each of these vehicles will be equipped with a green flashing light, large red “ROGAINE” signs across the upper windscreen, and are equipped with UHF-CB radios.  Maximum speed would be 50 kph.  The purpose of these vehicles is to pick up any competitors who are unable to make it back to the Hash site (through injury, illness, or fatigue).  The intention of the flashing light is to give any competitors, particularly juniors, confidence that an event official is driving the car they are waving down.  Green flashing lights are used to avoid confusion with normal emergency vehicles, such as police and ambulance.
The patrolled roads are marked on the map provided to each competitor, and are

Traffic after the event

Once the event is completed, a number of competitors volunteer to help collect the controls (a triangular white and orange plastic marker, usually attached to a tree).  There are 72 of these, and approximately 25 vehicles will be used to transport these volunteers along the patrolled roads to the nearest point to a control, and the collectors then walk in to collect the control.  Some vehicles will use non-patrolled roads to access some controls – these vehicles will all have previously obtained permission to use these roads, and will have access permission from DEC (see below).
Vacating the site
The site will be totally packed up and vacated by mid-late afternoon Sunday ??Sunday date??.  All vehicles will depart by the same route as used to access the site.
